Ceiling Installation
The ceiling loudspeaker can be installed in a ceiling,

Before installing the loudsspeaker, make sure that the installation area can hold a minimum point
load of 10 times the installations weight.(e.g.12kg x 10 = 120kg point load).

The durability of the installation depends very much on the material used at the installation area
(building material), such as wood, concrete and brick etc.

This is why the fixing material must be chosen to suit the ceiling material. Always ask a specialist
for the correct plug/screw combination indicating the maximum load and building material.
