Operating instructions

Manual dimming/static colour selection mode:

Analogue mode:

In analogue mode, dipswitch 12 should be in the “ON” position. The analogue input is between 0-10V and can 
be set at an intensity of between 0-100%. When a DMX signal or Manual dimming is present along with a 0-10V 
signal the higher value will take precedence and override the others (HTP).

DMX address examples:

5 16

6 32

In manual dimming mode, dipswitch 11 should be in the “ON” position. The LED intensity is set by combining 
dipswitches that add up to the value required between 001-255 (0-100%). Please refer to the table below for 	
more information.

To set the DMX address to “035”;
Switch dipswitches 1, 2 and 6 in 
the “ON” position.

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Example configuration
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Please note: The feed cable between the controller and the LED tape must be kept as short as possible. 	
Using a large diameter cable will prevent voltage drop issues over longer distances. Wiring in parallel with 	
feed cables to both ends of the LED tape will prevent colour fades across the length of the tape.
